Paint: Brera, Liquitex, or other brand acrylics
Please feel free to use any acrylic paints you currently have.  Be sure to include at least a warm and cool of each primary color: red, a blue, a yellow, plus a black, white, and earth tones such as umbers and sienna.

Palette: Disposable paper or plastic palettes 

Palette Knife  
Medium:  Retarder or slow drying gel medium

      Containers for medium and for water

Painting surface:  Either watercolor paper or acrylic primed canvas. If using watercolor paper, bring a drawing board or masonite panel slightly larger than your paper.  This will be used to hold the paper while painting.

Brushes: Bring a selection of large and small acrylic brushes, such as filberts, Nos. 10, 8, 6, and 2.
Bar of hand soap to clean brushes.
