You will find a great range in prices in brushes, depending upon the material from which they are made.  Sable is the best but is very expensive.  There are very good synthetics available now for watercolor at reasonable prices, such as Winsor and Newton Spectre Gold.

Paint: Winsor and Newton or other brand artist’s grade watercolors

Please feel free to use any watercolors you currently have.  Be sure to include at least a red, a blue, a yellow, black or gray, and earth tones such as umbers.
